. Halifax County, Enfield Double Crossover. This project is for proposed No. 20 double
cross-over within the existing CSX A-line right-of-way (ROW) between parallel roads, SE
Railroad Street and SW Railroad Street. The cross-overs would be constructed between
the at-grade crossings of W. Burnette Avenue and Whitfield Street. Permanent
construction will be limited to the area between the existing double track rail lines.
Temporary Construction staging will be limited to an area within 20 feet outside the
existing tracks.

COMMITMENT: A Nationally Listed Historic Building, the Bell-Sherrod House, was noted
in to the east of the southern turnout and across SE Railroad Street. This project will not
encroach on SE Railroad Street or the property of the Historic Building. Land disturbed
by temporary construction activities will be restored to match existing conditions.

° Wake County, Powell Double Crossover. This project is for proposed No. 24 RH and LH
crossovers within the existing North Carolina Railroad ROW (CSX S-line) south of
Hillsborough Road and North of Beryl Road between the at-grade crossings with Powell
Road and Blue Ridge Road. Permanent construction will be limited to the area between
the existing double track rail lines. Temporary Construction staging will be limited to an
area within 20 feet outside the existing tracks.

COMMITMENT: The project should avoid ground disturbing activities around the NC
DOT Equipment Depot at 5105 Beryl Road due to potential for soil contamination in the
vicinity. If soil disturbance is required around the Equipment Depot, soils should be
tested for contamination before construction.

° Halifax County, South Weldon Crossover. This project is for a proposed No. 20 RH
cross-over north of the existing LH cross-over within the existing CSX A-line ROW west of
Reeses Store Road and East of NC Hwy 125. Permanent construction will be limited to
the area between the existing double track rail lines. Temporary Construction staging
will be limited to an area within 20 feet outside the existing tracks.

COMMITMENT: The southern-most portion of the temporary construction limits are
near an area of lower elevation that may potentially contain stream or wetland
features. Any potential impact to the stream or wetland features will be substantially
smaller than 0.1 of an acre. If wetland areas are noted in the area during final design
and construction, standard NCDOT Best Management Practice’s (BMP’s) would be used
to protect these resources.

. Nash & Edgecombe Counties, Armstrong Double Crossover. This project is for proposed
No. 20 RH and LH cross-overs within the existing CSX A-line ROW the north of the
Instrument Drive at- grade crossing. Permanent construction will be limited to the area
between the existing double track rail lines. Temporary Construction staging will be
limited to within 20 feet outside the existing tracks.

COMMITMENT: The project should avoid ground disturbing activities around industrial
sites fronting US 301 due to potential for soil contamination in the vicinity. If soil
disturbance is required in the vicinity of the industrial sites, soils should be tested for
contamination before construction.
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
